In today’s Gospel,
we witness a pow-
. erful and
¢ . humble moment:

2 Jesus steps into
the Jordan River to be baptized by John. Though
sinless, Jesus chooses to stand with humanity, enter-
ing the waters alongside those seeking repentance.
As He rises from the river, the heavens open, the
Spirit descends, and the Father proclaims, “This is
my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased.”

This scene speaks directly to us as Catholics today.
Through our own Baptism, we were welcomed into
God’s family, claimed as His beloved sons and
daughters. Baptism is not just a moment from our
past; it is a living identity that shapes how we are
called to live each day. Like Jesus, we are sent into
the world to love, to serve, and to reflect God’s
presence through our choices..

In a world often marked by division and uncertain-
ty, this Gospel reminds us where our true identity
lies. It does not lie in success, status, or failure, but
in being loved by God. The same Spirit that
descended upon Jesus is given to us, strengthening
us to live our faith with courage and compassion.

As we remember the Baptism of the Lord, may we
also renew our commitment to live as baptized
people: grounded in humility, open to the Spirit, and
confident that we, too, are deeply loved by God.
